Clardy, who serves as the executive producer for Sportsradio 93-7 The Fan, spent eight seasons with the San Jose Saber Cats of the Arena Football League, and called play-by-play action for three of those seasons.  Dinkins, who played football and graduated from the University of Pittsburgh in 1999, also went on to play professional football in the NFL for nine seasons with 4 different teams, and was a member of the New Orleans Saints Super Bowl team in 2009.   Wolfley, daughter of former Pittsburgh Steelers player Craig Wolfley, has been surrounded by football her entire life and has worked in sports broadcasting on Steelers TV and Steelers 24/7 since 2003.
